12 May — Federica Mogherini, the EU High Representative for Foreign Affairs, paid a visit to
Luxembourg where she met Prime Minister Xavier Bettel, Deputy Prime Minister Etienne
Schneider and Foreign Minister Jean Asselborn for talks on current political issues and the
priorities of Luxembourg’s upcoming EU Presidency. She was also received in audience by HRH

5 May — Jean Asselborn, Minister of Foreign and European Affairs, met with Bruno Macaes, the
Portuguese Secretary of State for European Affairs, during his working visit which highlighted the
excellent state of bilateral relations between Luxembourg and Portugal. Minister Asselborn stated
that “the Portuguese community in Luxembourg, which is made up of around 92 000 expats,
contributes actively to the cultural and social diversity of which Luxembourg is very proud.”

13 May — Romain Schneider, Minister of Sports, participated in the meeting of the World Anti-Doping Agency Foundation
Board in Montreal as part of the preparations for Luxembourg’s EU Presidency which begins on 1 July. He gave an overview
of European legislation on data protection which is currently being negotiated in Brussels. Read more...

15 May — Jean Asselborn, Minister of Foreign and European Affairs, travelled to Athens for a working visit during which he
met various members of the Greek government, including Prime Minister Alexis Tsipras. Bilateral relations featured on the
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agenda and the ministers examined the economic and social challenges facing Greece as well as regional issues such as
Greek-Turkish relations.

18-19 May — Lydia Mutsch, Minister of Health, attended the 68" session of the World Health
Organization in Geneva. Minister Mutsch invited the WHO to participate in the conference
“Ebola lessons learned” which will take place in Luxembourg in October under the country’s
EU Presidency. She also spoke about Luxembourg’s cooperation with UNAIDS with regard to
the new treatment strategy “90-90-90” which aims to transform the epidemic into a
manageable disease by 2030.

21-22 May — Prime Minister Xavier Bettel and Francois Bausch, Minister of Sustainable Development and Infrastructure,
visited Kazakhstan where they met Prime Minister Karim Massimov for talks on bilateral relations and EU-Kazakhstan
relations before meeting President Noursoultan Nazarbaiev.

B 3-4 May — Pierre Gramegna, Minister of Finance, headed a trade mission to Sweden. In a
statement, the minister underlined the financial ties between the two countries, noting that
“Swedish financial institutions have a long-established presence in Luxembourg.” During the
visit, Minister Gramegna met Peter Egardt, Governor of Uppsala, one of the economic centres
of Sweden, for a discussion on different models of diversification. He also participated in a
Luxembourg for Finance seminar “Made in Luxembourg: Cross-border solutions for Swedish
investors” and met banking officials as well as Magdalena Andersson, Sweden’s Minister of
Finance.
