8-9 June — Jean Asselborn, Minister of Foreign and European Affairs, travelled to Berlin for a working visit. He met with his
German counterpart Frank-Walter Steinmeier and Michael Roth, Minister of State for European Affairs, to discuss ways to
increase cooperation between the two countries regarding multilateral institutions on foreign policy issues. Read more...

10 June — Minister Jean Asselborn met the French Secretary of State for European Affairs, Harlem Désir, for bilateral
discussions which allowed the Ministers to look at several ways in which to strengthen cooperation in addition to examining
other topics such as the European Commission’s aim of giving the EU a “Triple A social rating,” which Luxembourg supports.

29 June — Minister Jean Asselborn paid a working visit to London where he met his British
counterpart, Philip Hammond, as well as the Minister of State for Europe, David Lidington.
Discussions between the ministers focused on the priorities of Luxembourg’s EU Presidency and
current European political issues, including the situation in Greece and the Commission’s
migration agenda. In addition, the meeting enabled the ministers to examine the political
situation in the UK and the UK’s role within the EU. Minister Asselborn presented his
government’s condolences following the terrorist attacks in Tunisia. During his visit, Minister
Asselborn also met the director of the Centre for European Reform, Charles Grant. Read more...

the Monument of Remembrance, also known as the Gélle Fra (“the Golden Lady”) was created by Claus
Cito as a memorial to the fallen Luxembourgish soldiers who had volunteered to serve in the Allied armed
forces during World War | and was inaugurated in 1923. Following Nazi occupation of the country during
World War Il, the statue was removed in 1940 and it vanished for nearly 41 years until it was found under
the grandstands of the national football stadium in the 1980s. The statue was restored and the
monument was officially unveiled on 23 June 1985. Read more...
